Satellite Vocal workshops

As explained at the CPD session, all choirs will have the opportunity to attend a 1.5
hour satellite vocal workshop, hosted at a local primary school at the end of
April/beginning of May. | will group the participating schools geographically and
contact the host schools to make arrangements. As soon as this process is
complete, | will be in touch to confirm the date, time and location of your
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workshop. Whilst | appreciate this will involve some logistics and travel to another
school, | hope that you will agree that bringing the children together to sing
before the concert will be hugely beneficial and result in a much more confident
performance on the day!

The aim of the vocal workshop is to bring the choirs together and work on the
massed choir songs in detail. There will not be time to be teaching the songs
during this session so please make sure that your choir come prepared, ready to
refine the songs, experiment with the harmony parts and have fun!

Song choices

We would like your choir to prepare two individual items (max. 5 minutes in total),
related to our theme ‘Up, Up, and Away!’, to perform in the concert. In order to
avoid repetition of pieces within the same concert, please email me your song
choices and sheet music/backing tracks by Monday 27t April. There will be a
house band (piano, drums, bass) available to accompany your choir on the day but
you are welcome to bring your own accompanist if you would prefer; please let
me know. If you are struggling to source the sheet music for a particular song,
please do not hesitate to contact me and | will do my best to help.
